Believing is utterly dependent
upon confession. Believing is ac-
tion. It is the verb of the Faith
Life. It is lifting the flood gates
and letting the stream go through.

Believing is acting on the Word
that God has spoken.

There isn’t any believing without
action. There may be an assent to
the fact, but Scriptural believing
demands action. It demands that
we act before God acts.

It is not believing to act after He
acts . . . that is confirming it. To
believe and act before God has
acted is the Scriptural meaning of
believing.

Faith is something that comes
after one has acted.

The relation of believing and
faith to confession is fully realized.

‘When we say confession, we do

mean the confession of our faith.
We confess what we have believed.

Faith then, is not faith until con-

fession comes from the lips. It is
but mental assent, but mental as-
sent becomes faith by action or
confession.

Most of what we call faith is
mental assent to the great funda-
mentais of the Word. Real Faith is
a living, moving force.

To confess Christ as Saviour and
Lord is believing. To confess be-
fore the world that He is able to
supply all your needs according to
His riches in Glory in Christ Jesus,
is believing.

You can see that there is no be-
lieving on Christ as Saviour and
Lord without lip confession.

So, there is no God-accepted
faith that does not manifest itself
in confession.

Only recently have I seen with
clearness the infinite value of con-
tinual affirming, not only to our
inner man, our own Soul and
Spirit, but to the world.

Our Spiritual life depends upon
our constantly affirming what God
has declared, and what God is in
Christ, and what we are before the
Father in Christ.

Confession is Faith’s confirma-
tion.

To constantly affirm the things
that God is to you and you are
to God, and the things you are in
Christ, and what Christ is in you,
is to give Faith wings to reach
higher altitudes in the Spiritual
experiernices,

The thing that made Methodism
so mighty in its early days, was a
continual confession of the things
for which Mr. Wesley stood.

When they stopped affirming,
Faith stopped growing, and be-
lieving or acting upon the Word
became more and more difficult.

I believe it would be wvaluable
for us if we could now think of a
few pungent statements of fact in
the Word.

In Col. 2:10 Paul says, “Ye are

in Him.”

Your heart repeats this refrain,

 “I am complete in my Spirit” . . .

“I have partaken of His fulness, of
His completeness. His complete-

| ness makes it possible for me to
| stand

in His Presence uncon-
demned, unafraid. His complete-
ness makes me equal to any situa-
tion that may come upon me, I
stand complete in His Resurrection
life. All that the Father saw in
Hini, He sees in mé today. I am
the workmanship of God, created
in Christ Jesus."”

Say it over to your heart again,
“I am complete in Him."”

You may have physical weak-
ness, but understand, the law of
Faith is that you confess to your
own heart that what God says
about you is true.

You do not have to have any
feeling about it, any symptoms.

The fact is, that if you'were
healed before you confessed, it
would not be an affirmation, it
would be a confirmation.

You would be simply confirming
what God had done.

But now, before it takes place,
you say, “By His stripes I am
healed.” Not, “I may be,” or “I
am going to be," but “I am.”

That is believing; that is an act
of real Faith. By Faith, you now
stand complete in Him. What is
Faith to you, is Fact to Him.

You stand there with joy. You
praise Him, you adore Him for it.
You are complete in Him.

Your joy is complete in Him,
your rest is complete in Him, your
peace is complete in Him.

Say, “He is the strength of my
life; of whom shall I be afraid?
He is the strength of my body, so
I can do anything that He desires
done.” :

You no longer talk about your
sickness and failure. He is the

Life, here, means physical life.

| He is the strength of your arms
