1st Sawmuel 17: Then said David to
the Philistine, thou comest to me with
a sword, and with a spear, and with
a shield, but I come to you in the name
of the Lord of hosts; the God of the
armies of Israel, whom thou hast de-
fied. This day shall the Lord deliver
thee into mine hand; and I will smite
thee, and take thine head from thee:
and I will give the carcases of the host
of the Philistines this day wunto the
fowls of the air and to the wild beasts
of the earth; that all the earth may
know that there is a God in Israel.
And all this assembly shall know that
the Lord saveth mof with sword and
sprar; for the battle is the Lord’'s, and
b. will give you into our hands., And
it came to pass, when the Philistine
arose, and came and drew nigh to
meet David, that David hasted, and ran
toward the army to meet the Philistine.

And David put his hand into his bag,
and took thence a stone, and slang it,
and smote the Philistine in his fore-
head, so that the stone sunk into his
forehead; and he fell upon his face to
the earth. So David prevailed over the
Philistine with a sling and with a stone,
and smote the Philistine; and slew
him; but there was no sword in the
hand of David. Therefore David ran,
and stood upon the Philistine, and took
his sword and dfew it out of the
sheath thereof and slew him, and cut

off his head therewith, And when the °

Philistines saw their champion was
dead, they fled.

I am going to talk to you on "“Faith
versus Fear!” We ARE . .. not will be
or were . more than conguerors
through Jesus Christ, our Lord. Some-
times I grow very alarmed at the fear
there is . . . not only in the world and
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the church . . . but in the PULPITS
today. There is fear in the hearts of the
leaders, the deacons and the Sunday
school teachers.

I have made the statement many
times that if the church had half as
much faith in Jesus as we have in the
devil, we would take the world for
Jesus! God has not left us in this world
to fear the devil . .. but that the devil
might be afraid of us- He has given us
the power of his Spirit. We are walking
under the blood-stained banner of
Jesus Christ and he is our ever-present
invisible leader. I never take a step
without him. We're not fighting this
battle alone. The battle is God's. We
are Christians . . . with one cause and
one purpose . . . to loose the fetters
that bind helpless men and women, We
are learning that we must cease from
arguing about creeds and doctrines.
The denominational barriers are crum-
bling as we turn to face the enemy
of our souls in one last united effort
to defeat him as a united army . . .
following our Captain, Jesus Christ!

David was a rugged red-headed boy.
He had seven older brothers who had
little respect for his ability. He did
not become a Spiritual giant and
leader overnight. People never do. We
must prove ourselves. But after years
of tending sheep in the wild hills where
he faced dangers from lions and bears,
he came to bring food to his brothers,
who were with the Israelite army. For
40 days and nights the great giant,
Goliath, had had them shaking in their
tents . ., . paralyzed with fear! Fear
is the worst emotion that can come into
the hearts of Christians. It will do
more damage to the Church, and cause
more wreckage  than the ravages of
sin and disease. It will render God's
people powerless and leave them quak-
ing and trembling.

Thousands of people have a call of
God upon their lives, but they are
afraid. God wants them to arise and go
out to meet a giant in his name! Al
ways the devil is dangling before them
their unworthiness and insignificance.
Many times he will tell them that they
are failures. He tells me that! I agree
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with Him and say, “Sure I am, but
the One I serve isn’t, I can do all things
through Christ Jesus, who strengthen-
eth me!”

I do not go out against the devil in
my own strength, but I go in the pow-
er and the ‘glory of the Holy Spirit of
God, with all the resources of heaven
behind me!

Someone may say, “Sister Wicks.
doesn’t the devil bother you?" Yes, he
does, BUT I BOTHER HIM MORE!
Theretis power in the blood of Jesus!
My Saviour goes before me and car-
ries my shield! Omnipotent is His pow-
er and strength.

David arrived in the camp about
lunch time. The tremendous giant, who
was almost 10 feet tall, began to pa-
rade and strut before the Israelites.
He began to blaspheme the God of
Heaven. David turned to his brothers
and asked, “Why is that man talking
about God like that? I'll stop him!

The brothers said, “Now David, don't
be rash. You'd better go home and tend
the sheep. What makes you think you
can fight HIM? Look how big he is!”
I tell you it isn't how big you are or
how small you are . . . BUT HOW
MUCH FAITH DO YOU HAVE? David
was young. David wasn’t large; but he
knew that he had a big Ged. He didn’t
need to be weighted down with a world-
ly armor. He shook off their efforts to
bind him down . . . and I shake off
such efforts too. When I feel like shout-
ing, I want to shout! I had rather be
in one Holy Ghost service where the
power of God is being manifested,
than in 50 cold, starchy, formal serv-
ices.

David said, “The same God that gave
me victory over the lion and the bear
will give me power over Goliath!" He
had won small victories and he was en-
couraged to fight a greater battle. The
reason many people never win victor-
ies is because they never enter into the
battles. They want to be protected and
petted. There are thousands of Chris-
tians in the full-gospel ranks today who
would launch out for God, but they
are afraid of what ‘so-and-so’ would
think. Friends, there is power in the
bloed of Jesus. Many seem to think
that the devil is going to ‘get’ them.
Why don’t you say, “Out of my way,
devil. I'm coming through, by the pow-
er of God.”

David stood before that giant in sim-
ple shepherd clothes, with only a sling
and a bag of stones. At least that's
all they could see ... but you can’t see
faith. You can only see the results it
produces. David didn't tremble and
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quaEe. .Hm"'t_ say. “Let me go pray
through. I've boasted and I'm not sure
that I can do this.”

He didn't retreat an inch from his
statement or from the giant. HE RAN
to meet him. He didn't consider natural
circumstances, his size, what he had
to fight with or anything else. There
was no place for fear in his heart, be-
cause it was filled with faith. Fear
separates us from God, but faith will
bring a direct connection with the
source of power. Strong men have
broken under fear. We need to keep
our eyes on the Savior, with whom all
things are possible,

You say, “Oh yes, I'm a Christian,
but I have the greatest problem in the
world.” Christ is the master of prob-
lems. I have problems too, but T take
them to Jesus and leave them with him
every day. I do the possible and let
him do the impossible. Have faith and
He will see vou through, Fear will de-
feat vou. If you are afraid that you
won't be healed, YOU WON'T BE! In-

stead, Turn
squarely in the ‘face’ and say, “I'm
going to defsz: vou in the name of the
Lord. By his power I am made whole.”
You will be.

I don't know whether the man who
wrote the song, “Coming In on a Wing
and a Prayer” is 3 consecrated man or
not . . . but I know that he is a man
of faith. It doesn’t matter how holy
you may be and how much you ery and
pray, IF YOU DON'T BELIEVE YOU
WON'T GET ANYTHING FROM GOD!
Someone may say. “I'm living such a
clean life and I didn't get healed, but
old sister ‘sc-and-so’ got healed, and
they don't live half as good as I do.
What's the martter?” The truth is, my
friend. tha: they believed and you
didn't.

The children of Israel. like David,
were confrontad with a ‘big’ problem.
Before them were the walls of Jericho.
They began to marech around the walls
in faith. Tre inhzbitants of the city

A timely message for every Chris-
tian who wants to be used by God
in fhese last days.

Lamentations 1:3-4—Judah is gone
into captivity because of affliction, and
because of great servitude: she dwell-
eth among the heathen, she findeth no
rest: and all her persecutors overtook
her between the straits. The ways of
Zion do mourn, because none coie o
the solemn feasts: all her gates are
desolate: her priests sigh, her virgins
are afflicted, and she is in bifferness,

Every denomination or movement
that has ever done anything for Ged
has started with a solemn feast. Lu-
ther started the reformation with a
solemn feast. Everyone likes 1o attend
when there is joyous music. Everyone
likes to come to a feast of rejoicing,
and good food for the guests, Chris
tians like to shout and worship God.
but if I should announce that we were
going to come into the church and waill
upon God the entire night, I'm afraid
that there would be only a handful
present. Yet every revival has started
with a solemn feast. EVERY REVIVAL
HAS STARTED WITH A SOLEMN
FEAST!

WE MUST PRAY!

I believe that God is sending a re-
vival into the world today! However.
I'm afraid that it will not reach the
mammoth proportions that God desires
unless we are willing to wait upon our
knees. I believe in prophesying. wis-
dom, knowledge and the operation of
the gifts of the Spirit. 1 believe In
shouting and rejoicing . . .but we must
be very careful that we do not neglect
our prayer-life. The difference in Pen:
tecost today and ‘old-time’ Pentecost
lies in the hours which were spent in
the upper room, waiting upon God. The
outpouring does not come before the
waiting upon God . . . but afterwards!
Jesus did not say., "Go and receive
power, then tarry 10 days in Jeru-
salem.” He said, “Go and TARRY in
Jerusalem. . .. THEN you shall receive
power. WE are getting the cart before
the horse.

I believe that prophecy will be an im-
portant factor in this last day revival

Tongues and interpretations have had
a strong influence in the first half of
this century ... but I believe that God
is raising up prophets who will prophe-
sy . . . but not until the church has
gathered to a solemn feast to wait upon
God. We must ery out, “Oh God, search
me. know me, sanctify me and conse-
crate me!”
Be Sincere With God
I am not satisfied with what we have
seen thus far. People come to church
and hear a tremendous message an-
ointed by the Spirit of God and then
will not even come to the altars for
fve minutes to pray afterwards. We
have our hands outstretched saying,
“Oh God 1 want to do something for
vou, I want to have a part in this last
day move of your Spirit,” but we don’t
mean it enough to fall upon our knees
and show God that we mean business!
Many people today say that we don't
need to tarry and pray for the power.
1 don't agree with that at all! Jesus
interceded for Peter when the devil
his

soul. How many of us have been inter-
ceding for our friends and relatives as
we should? Jesus is able to save to the
uttermost all who come unto God by
him. He ever liveth to make inter-
cession for them, Someone may say
that when Jesus had prayed His last
praver upon earth that he would never
have to pray again. You need to read
vour Bible more carefully. He is still
making intercession for us . .. praying
unto the Father continually. We like-
wise need to pray for our lost neigh-
bors and intercede for lost souls. We
need to ask for a mighty outpouring of
the Spirit of God, that sinners be con-
verted and Jesus glorified.
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We Muxt Do Our Part

Every promise that God has prom-
ised, both in His word or through
prophecy is conditional and calls for
cocoperation upon our part. Some peo-
ple, like a little bird, are sitting around
waiting for God to shove something
into their mouths . . . but the Bible
has said that we must approach God
and THEN He would approach us.
God wants to feed His people and yet
we must humble ourselves hefore He
can do so. If He cannot induce you

to come to the solemn feast, He will
raise up someone who IS hungry!

I can visualize old Jeramiah sitting
near the gates of the city watching the
people passing on the highway. laugh-
ing, talking and enjoving life . .

. but

NONE were sober and solemn. He
knew that this was a city which was
dark and wretched; sick and cancerous
with sin. He was probably thinking.
“My God, doesn't it mean anything to
all you that pass by . . . that people
are perishing in sin! Aren’t you con-
cerned that our city is in a desolate
condition spiritually? How can you
laugh and rejoice?" I ask YOU WHO
ARE READING THIS SERMON . . .
“Doesn't it mean anything to you that
our nation is steeped in sin . . . that
our virgins are afflicted and none come
to the solemn feasts? Doesn't it mean
anything that physically afflicted peo-
ple can come into our churches and
leave in the same condition? Doesn't
it break vour heart to see sinners sit
through the services without shedding
a tear or seeing the reality of God?"
Friends, God has given us POWER bul
we need to fall upon our faces in apos-
tolic hunger. The mighty power of God

is the only means by which they can be
set free.
Freely Give

Someone may say, ‘Brother Coe,
we're waiting for 'you to sel the crip-
ples free. We want you to pray until
the sinners get saved!”

That's what they said about Jere:
miah! They said, “Jeremiah, we're hav-
ing such a good time. We're shouting,
singing and listening to the prophets.
We're waiting for the PREACHERS
to deliver the afflicted!"”

Jeremiah said, “Is it nothing to you
., . is it nothing to YOU! Why don't
you stir yourselves and get hold of
God so that God's power can be mani-
fested throughout the land?” You can’t
give someone something you haven't
got. The Bible says, “Freely you have
received . . . freely give. "You need to
quit using the preachers as a crutch
and begin to walk in supernatural pow-
er . . . as individuals. He that waits
upon the Lord shall renew his
STRENGTH. You need to wait upon
God that you may be a strong Chris-
tian. We are spiritually lazy. We try
to substitute enthusiasm for the power
of God . . . but it is a poor substi-
tute! In the early days of the Pentecos-
tal outpouring people would sit with
the Bible in their hands almost 24
hours a day. They were searching the
scriptures daily. Today, we hardly have
time to read a chapter. We want to
get something for nothing. It doesn't
come that way! However there are
some that are willing to pay the price
and God will use them! He will push
the spiritual sluggards out of the way
and choose the humble and hungry
souls to confound the world.

If I could get seventy people to at-
tend a solemn feast and wait upon God
we could take any city in the land for
God.

Prayer Brings Power

The Methodist denomination started
out with the power of God. I have per-
sonally seen them dance up and down
the aisles, shouting and praising God.
I have seen them jerk until they would
shake the hair-pins out of their hair.
They called in the ‘holy jerks.' Some of
them would leap like a deer at times.
I have seen Methodist preachers get
so filled with the power of God that
they would jump the pulpit. As long
as the Methodists prayed and sought
.God, His power was in their midst . . .
but when they ceased to attend the
solemn feast and began to have base-

ment banquets, they grew cold and
dead. God departed.

The mighty hero, Samson lay in the
lap of Delilah and she cut his hair. He
arose and shook himself . . . but the
power had departed! There are many
Christians who still try to ‘shake’ them-
selves, but they do not realize that
the Power of God is not in their lives.
They have neglected the solemn feast!
I have cried myself to sleep many
nights because there were people com:
ing from all over the nation to my
meetings and many of them would re-
turn to their homes without deliver-
ance. They would still be cripples, blind
or deaf. I believed God to heal and
deliver, yet something was wrong. I be-
lieve it is because there is so much
doubt and unbelief in our churches to-
day.

We Must Die!

Someone called me on the phone re-
cently and said, “I'm going to quit com-
ing to the Dallas Revival Center, where
you are pastor, if you don’t quit do-
ing a certain thing!”

I said, "Quit then! You'll never get
anything from God as long as you are
murmuring and complaining.” People
who have not died spiritually will al-
ways find fault and criticize. We need
to die and remain dead spiritually. The
Bible says that he that loseth his life
shall find it. Churches are TOO ALIVE!
A corpse in a funeral home wouldn't
even flinch when a needle was stuck
into it, but the Christian who is too
‘alive’ can't stand to be needled, It is
time for us to die! We need the solemn
feast.
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God instantly healed Azusa St. Missions janitor of fractured leg.

In that great outpouring on Azusa
Street in Los Angeles years ago, there
were tongues, laying on of hands and

miracles . . . but they alsc had waited
upon God! People could hardly wait
to get off work. Services were held
‘around the clock.! The young people
would climb on the streetcars with a
handful of tracts and start talking
about Jesus. They would join together
in gospel singing. They spread the
story everywhere of the saving power
of the blood.

One day the janitor fell from the top
of a ladder in that old ‘livery stable’
church and broke several bones so bad-
ly that thev were protruding from his
flesh. They didn't call for the ambu-
lance! They picked up that man and
laid him upon the altar. They began to
pray, praise and magnify God. Those
limbs were made completely whole in-
stantly! What a difference in our

churches today!

Ananias and Sapphira came into the
church determined to lie to the Holy
Spirit. They fell dead. We need some
more FUNERALS in the church today!
Then people would stop ‘playing church'

the devastating new C-bomb! One sci-
entist stated in Dallas recently that it
is actually possible for one H-bomb to
start a chain reaction which could cir-
cle the entire earth, burning and sear-
ing its surface!

The Israelites began shouting as they
were commanded by Joshua, a man
who believed God. The walls fell down
and the inmates of the city were con-
founded.

If you can't pray through, try PRAIS-
ING THROUGH. When the enemy is
glaring at you and defeal seems cer-
tain , . . look up. In the name of the
Lord of Hosts say, “The Lord will de-
liver you into my hands. Disease; you
must GO . . . no matter what the doc-
tor says. Sin, you are defeated in the
name of Jesus."” Get your hands up
and begin to praise God for the an-
swer. That's my formula for victory.
In the face of darkness and in the face
of the giants, 1 say, "I'm depending
on you, Jesus.”

and become serious and earnest. You
can talk about the goodness and the
power of God, but your talk is hollow
before God, If you would only bend
your knees and your wills to him, he
would move through you and the world
would know that you were God’s child.

A Form of Godliness

Exodus 32:1-4—And when the people
saw that Moses delayed to come down
out of the mount, the people gathered
themselves together unto Aaron and
said unto him, Up, make us Gods which
shall go before us; for as for this
Moses, the man that brought us up out
of the land of Egypt, we wo! not what
is become of him. And Aaron said unto
them, Break off the golden earrings
which are in the ears of your wives, of
your sons, and of your daughters, and
bring them unto me. And «ll the people
brake off the golden earrings which
were in their ears, and brought them
unto Aaron. And he received them at
their hand, and fashioned it with a
graving tool, and he had made it a
molten calf: and they said, These be
thy gods, O Israel, which brought thee
wp out of the land of Egypt.

Here we find a group of people who
were backslidden, yet they wanted a
God. There are many churches today
that are backslidden . .. yet they have
a form of godliness, They have sub-
stituted formality for the moving of
the Spirit of God. They no longer truly
worship God, They contend that the
gifts of the Spirit are no longer for us.
They say that God no longer performs
miracles today. Many of our Pentecos-
tal churches are among the skeptical.

The Israelites said, “These be thy
gods, O Israel.”

Someone says, ‘“My God, how could
people do that, after the miraculous
way that God had brought them out of
Egypt?” The church of the living God
has turned to idolatry again and
again since that day! Aaron made an
altar unte the golden calf and made a
proclamation, “Tomorrow is a feast to
the Lord.” Even the preacher had back-
slidden.

Some of you may say, 'Oh, but the
pastor of our church is such a good
man, because he has been with us so
long. The Israelites said that about
Aaron . . . because he had been with
Moses, even hefore they left Egypt.
There was no one '‘more qualified' to
make a god than the brother of Moses.
Aaron had seen the mighty power of
God as it was manifested, yet he back-

slid! He knew that he couldn’t make a
god out of earrings! There are many
preachers in Pentecost teday who are
substituting ‘idols’ for the Spirit of
God. If I had been there that day, I
would have said to-Aaron, “You KNOW
you are doing wrong and the people
need to know it! You need to get back
to God!"
They Played Church

They arose early on the day of the
feast and offered peace offerings and
burnt offerings; and the people sat
down to eat and to drink, and rose up
to play. They had offered burnt offer-
ings to God. They still coffered burnt
offerings in a form of worship . . .
BUT THEY HAD CHANGED GODS.
They no longer worshipped the true
God. They probably would have told
ve that their minute books still read
the same and they still had the same
form of service. But their love of God
had grown COLD! They sat down to
eat and drink and rose up to PLAY!
Nearly every larger church in the coun-
try has a kitchen in the back of the
church. The Methodist churches éven
have dance halls in the basement and
television in the upper rooms. The Bap-
tist churches have pool halls, skating
rinks and kitchens at the rear of their
churches. They rose up to PLAY . ..
after they began to worship the false
God. They began to have pie suppers,
socials, watermelon feasts, ete., in the
house of God. Today they have Sunday
School contests with a party for the
ones that win.

Someone called me on the telephone
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recently to ask me what type of food
they should bring for the opening of the
Dallas Revival Center. I said, “Sister,
we aren't having any dinner on the
ground at this Church. We don't come
here to eat. WE COME TO WORSHIP
GOD! If you're hungry, I'll buy you a
dinner!” Some people tell us that we
will lose the young people if we don't
have socials and ice cream sippers for
them. If you will get on fire and at-
tend the solemn feast . .. your young
people will get on fire and you won't
have to worry about keeping them.
They'll be out bringing others. I'm not
sure it's the young people you are
worrying about, but just your own de-
sires to be ‘playing around in the
church.’ You need to feast at the table
of the Lord in the solemn assembly.

The church that preaches the unadul-
terated word of Geod is often accused of
trying to hold too high a standard.
YOU CAN'T HOLD TOO HIGH A
STANDARD . .. it's just that the one's
who complain have such low stand-
ards. They might as well find them:
selves a compromising, worldly church
and ge to hell with them or make up
their minds to sell out to Jesus and
live a holy life. I believe there is only
one way to reach heaven and that is
to walk in holiness . . . covered by the
blood of Jesus!
