Pentecostals make up about 40% of
the evangelical sects. Clapping hands,
“Hallelujah"” shouts and hymns with
bouncy beats are their trademarks.

“Sometimes we get pretty noisy,” ex
plained Shakerian. And he was deeply
serious as he gave his “testimony.”

The Shakerian family was at the
Azusa St, meeting in 1906, and Demos
was 13 when he was baptized with the
Holy Spirit—when he had that "per-
sonal experience” which evangelism
holds is the real baptism,

For four hours, Shakerian said, he
could speak nothing in his native Ar-
menian, in English or in Spanish, but
only in “other tongues,” as the Spirit
moved him to speak.

“The power of God smote me to the
floor,” "he said, “and there I lay abso-
lutely helpless, unable tc rise, or get in
bed.

“As I lay there in that helpless state,
God spoke to me and said, “Demos,
will yvou ever doubt my power?"'”

Three times the gquestion was asked
and three times Shakerian answered
that he'd never doubt God’s power.

Yet as he grew up, Shakerian did
doubt—and was a failure at every busi-
ness venture he attempted.

“After six years of this, I woke up
one day to the fact that I was trying
without God. Demos was in business
but God was not in there with him.

“When I came to this realization, I
knew that I had been drifting away
from God, and it was time for me to
begin to seek Him. My wife and I re-
consecrated our lives to God.”

His first act was to sponsor a 1940

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evangelical meeting in a tent. Sixty-
seven persons dedicated themselves to
Christ.

In October, 1951, he organized the
Full-Gospel Businessmen’s Fellowship
with 23 businessmen at the first meet-
ing.

Today 300 attend weekly prayer
breakfasts in Los Angeles alone.
Twenty-eight other chapters reach 3000
persons a week, and more than 50
other chapters are heing formed.

Most Pentecostals like Shakerian and
the Businessmen's Fellowship date the
birth of their movement in America
from the Azusa St. prayer meeting in
1906.

The meeting was called by a colored
Holiness minister, W, J. Seymour, after
he was barred from a Nazarene Church
for preaching “false doctrine.”

BAPTISM OF THE SPIRIT
BRINGS GIFT OF TONGUES

It ‘'was the Pentecostal season and
Seymour told the Nazarenes that those
baptized of the Holy Spirit would have
an experience like that of the disciples
at Pentecost and would speak in
tongues.

The gift of tongues is described in
the Bible in Acts of the Apostles and
in I Corinthians. Some take it to mean
talking in a foreign language the
speaker never has studied, others that
it is unintelligible gibberish, others
that it’s a language only God under-
stands.

Pentecostals see in its ecstatic utter-
ances an outward sign that one has re-
ceived the Holy Spirit. They believe,
too, in prophesying, in healing, In the

I said, “It's a wonderful thing, giv-
ing to the poor, but that isn't God's
plan. It isn't God's THERE for you.”

STRIVE TO BE THERE

Many pastors tell their people that
they need not go- anywhere to be
healed. A preacher should never tell
anyone that! There is a THERE for
some people. It is true that God can
and will heal at any time we can exer-
cise faith . ., . but some people must go
THERE to receive what they need.

A prominent magazine recently print-
ed an article about a child who was
carried in its father's arms from Can-
ada down the entire West Coast to be
prayved for by William Branham. God's
THERE for that child was not in Can-
ada so the father took her THERE by
bus, She was healed of tumor of the
brain.

A woman came to my meeting in
Pittsburgh, Pa., with her pastor. She
was in a wheel chair. The pastor had
said, “There is no need for you to go.
You can be healed here in your own
church.”

The woman said, “Yes, but God told
me to go THERE.” For two years she
stayed in her church , . . suffering con-
stantly from arthritis. She was prayed
for, but never received her healing.
God told her when I was in Pittsburgh
the first time that he would heal her
if she would go THERE! She told some
of the elders of her church but they
persuaded her to stay. They told her
that she did not need to go outside her
own church to be healed. When God
spoke to her at the time I returned to
Pittsburgh, she would not be dissuaded.
She was determined to obey God . . .

Finally they brought the woman to
Pittsburgh and when I laid my hands
upon her, God wonderfully healed her.

The night he came to my meeting,
walking on his crutches, I prayed for
him and took his crutches from him.

Friend, have you ever made an ap-
pointment with God? God has a THERE
for YOU! Why don't you ask Him to
meet you today?

While I was holding a great tent

meeting in Austin, Texas, last year, a

man who was in a filling station across

the street from my tent said, “I think
I'll go over and let the ‘healer’ heal
me."”

The man said, “I think I'll go get a
beer at the honky-tonk first!”

He staggered to the edge of the
highway and stood hesitantly. He said,
“T'll go to the preacher, but I'll get
one more beer before I go.” He took
one step onto the highway and was
struck by a car traveling 60 miles per
hour. He was literally cut in half by
the impact.

My little boy, Jackie, said, “Daddy,
did that man go to hell? Daddy, look!
There are parts of his body on the
highway. Daddy, did he go to hell?”

I said, “There is only one thing I
can say, Jackie! He took a step in the
wrong direction!” Some of you who
are reading this sermon will take one
last step awav from God and plunge
into eternity, UNPREPARED. There is
one step between the love of God and
eternal destruction!

In Dallas, Texas, during one of my
tent meetings, a man came running to
me after the altar call had been given
and most of the people had gone home.
He cried, “Pray, preacher pray!” My
wife and I knelt with him and God
saved his soul. Afterwards I asked
him, “Why didn’t you come down when
the altar call was given? Why did you
wait until the service was over?”

He said, “I started home . . . but all
the way I kept hearing the scripture:
If the righteous scarcely be saved,
where shall the sinner and the ungodly
appear. I stepped up onto my porch
and reached for mv door key. Some-
thing said to me, ‘That’s not a key to
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your dqor, but a key to life.’ As I turn-
ed the key, I seemed to hear these
words, ‘You're turning the lock to
life." I opened the door and as I put
one foot inside, I heard God say, 'If
you take one more step away from Me
and close the door, you'll close Me out
of your life forever!’ If I had closed the
door, I believe I would have been
eternally lost, but I stepped back and
started running to the tent!

The young people left the tent, got
in the car and started in the direction
of Levelland, Texas. A few minutes
later they ran a stop sign while travel-

ing 100 miles per hour and hit an on-
coming car! Three of the youngsters
were killed instantly, but the usher’s
son was still alive when they cut the
top of the car away with blowtorches.
He was sitting behind the steering
wheel in a sub-conscious condition, cry-
ing over and over, “Watch your step!”
Blood was pouring from his nose, ears
and mouth,

Someone came running to his father
and cried, “Man, we've got bad news
for you! Your son and three other
young people were just killed in an



automobile accident.” That young man
took a foolish step and plunged into
eternity! WATCH HOW YOU STEP.
There is only one step between love
and sin! There is only one step be-
tween heaven and. hell. Turn to God
and He will take a step toward you
and will give vou peace, joy and salva-
tion!
