The impotent man answered
him, Sir, I have no man, when the
water is troubled, to put me in the
pool: but, while I am coming, another
steppeth in before me. Jesus saith unto
him, Rise, take up thy bed and walk.

I can imagine this poor man as he
lay on his bed under the porch by
the pool year after year. No doubt his
wife did the neighbors laundry to pro-
vide food for him. Nothing they had
tried had helped to cure the invalid
and for years he continued to suffer.
Some friends had probably come to
them and said, “Have you heard of
the pool of Bethesda, where people
get healed when the angel troubles
the water each year?”

They probably replied, “Oh, we've
been to all kinds of baths and springs,
and nothing has helped!”

“This is different,” the friend re
plied. “GOD'S IN THIS!”

GOD’'S IN MY MINISTRY

Friend, let me tell you that my
radio programs, my prayers and my
sermons are different . because
God's in them.

He sat down on cne of the back seats.
The preacher gave an altar call. No one
responded. God impressed him to give
the people another opportunity. Finally
the boy on the back seat raised his
hand and said, “Preacher, remember
me!"” After he had dismissed the serv-
ice, the preacher walked back to him,
put his arms around his neck and
sald, “Son, let's get right with God
tonight.” The boy knelt besides his
seat and began to pray. Soon his
heart was filled with the joy of salva-
tion.

On a train speeding along the track
in the east sat a little wrinkled woman,
bent with age. She was over 80 years
old. She was watching a group of men
as they sat around a table gambling.
Finally one man said, “I don't want to
play anymore. I have some things that
I must do, Will you excuse me?” The
three men looked around for someone
to take his place! They asked a judge
sitting near, “Would you care to join
us?”

The judge said, “No” . . . but after
much persuasion, he took a seat at the

table. He began to win a great deal of
money. The little woman watched as
long as she could, and then ran to the
table and said, “Judge, do you remem-
ber me?”

The judge said, “No, I don’t believe
I do!”

She said, “Look again. Take a good
look! You sentenced my son to 30
vears in prison. I know that he was

You should not condemn others
when you are guilty yourseli.

The tears began to stream down
the judge's face. Most of the passen-
gers in the car had gathered around
the table to hear her words. As she
stood there trembling and crying, she
said, “Judge, You sentenced him to 50
years, but he didn't serve his term.
He's dead!

The judge fell to his knees along
with many of the by-standers and that
little mother prayed for them until
they had repented of their sins and
given their hearts to God.

Is it well with you, father, who
spends his time drinking and gambling,
instead of setting an example for those
little children by going with them to
church, praying and living a holy,
upright life?

While I was in Pennsylvania re-
cently, I picked up 2 newspaper and
read an account of a fire in which four
little children were burned to death!
A little 8 year old girl had managed
to escape and she had run to the
house next door where her mother and
father were attending a party. They
had been drinking and the father had
‘passed out'. The mother could hardly
walk because of her drunken condition.

The little girl tried to arouse the
father, crying, “Daddy, daddy, the
house is on firs! The children are

going to burn, I can't get them out!”



The father groaned and muttered,
but he was unable to comprehend
what she was trving to say. The girl
turned to the mother, but her drunken
mother only said, “Call the fire de-
partment and see if they can't put it
out!"”

When the mother sobered, she saw
the charred bodies of her four children.

YOUR BOY IS DRUNK!

A preacher once stood in the pulpit,
ready to preach a message. Suddenly
an usher came forward and handed
him a note.

You had
better go and see what you can do
for him."”

Large shade trees will
provide protection from the hot sum-
mer sun and a grassy green lawn will
give them a soft carpet upon which
they can play and relax.
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Two large dining halls will be con-
structed, each handling 100 children.
The buildings are being built of ce-
ment blocks which is economical, yet
substantial. Simplicity will be a feature
of their design to reduce building costs.
