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BEER ADS BLAMED FOR FEMALE 'SOTS’

Lexington, Ky.—(AP)—Elizabeth A.
Smart, legislative director of the
Woman’s Christian Temperance union,
Monday accused the brewing industry
of fostering misleading advertising.
She said Americans spurred on by
brewers’ advertising now consume
more alcohol in beer than they drink in
so-called “hard liquor.”

Miss Sart told WCTU’s 80th anniver-
sary convention that facts refute the
myth promoted by the beer industry
that beer is not intoxicating. She said
one of the “unsocial things that brew-
ers’ advertising has done” is not men-
tioning the alcoholic content in beer.
“As a result,” she said, “we now have
a growing number of women beer al-
coholics.”

“It is time we ended the brewer-
created illusion that beer is not an al-
coholic beverage, since a bottle of 3.2
beer contains about as much alcohol
as a ‘“shot of whiskey,” the legislative
director said.

Dr. R. Paul Caudill, pastor of the
First Baptist church, Memphis, said
Sunday night that laws coupled with
recruiting people to religion is the first
step in “the war on aleoholism and al-
coholic beverages.

" LOCUSTS THREATEN MIDDLE EAST

The locust menace in the Middle East
assumed a serious scale this year. A
conference was held in Cairo a few
weeks ago, attended by representatives
of all the Arab countries, Persia, Tur-
key, India, Pakistan, and other lands
to deal with the problem, An Arab
League expert reported that the desert
locust was breeding in alarming num-
bers in Saudi Arabia, Traq, and Jordan.
The Egyptian Ministry of Agriculture
said swarms of locusts were plaguing
Upper Egypt, particularly in the Assiut
and Guirga areas, reminding us of the
plague in the days of the Jewish
exodus.

WHO ARE THE LITTLE MEN IN THE FLYING SAUCERS?

HIS object roars through tne night
Twith flames pouring from squares
in the fuselage that looks like windows,
yet it has no wings at all. Capt. Clear-
ence S. Chiles and Pilot John B. White
describe it, their official repor! coin-
cides with other sightings over Jack-
son, Miss., sightings by two southern
airlines pilots near Memphis, Tenn.,
and others near Washington, D. C,, all
of them genuine, “Suddenly,” reported
Capt. Chiles, “a brilliant fast-moving
object appeared overhead; it flashed
down toward us; we veered to the left
in our plane and it veered sharply too.

I want
to quote more about the existence of
flying saucers, that is because there is
going to be more of them in the fu-
ture than there ever has been in the
past. And as you all know in the last
three months there has been an un-
usual display of flying saucers across
the nation. I quote again, “American
military leaders are following reports
of flying saucers with utmost concern.
There is a flurry of activity at the
Pentagon in Washington, D. C,, every
time information regarding another
appearance comes over the wire. In-
vestigators are rushed to the scene,
facts are then assembled with metic-
ulous care; all scientific information is
obtained from witnesses, such investi-
gations are conducted by groups by the
government called “Saucer Teams.”
The Air Force some time ago organ-
ized a branch of the service called
Project Saucer, to study cases, gather
facts and safeguard vital information,
and its files are sealed lest vital secrets
be disclosed.” This branch goes to the
extremes to find out about these un-
identified objects, which show that this
is a looming problem that the United
States is interested in deeply. Conflict-
ing reports from official centers at
Washington leads one to believe that a
studied effort is being made to keep
the facts from the public, because it
is presumed that fear and panic are

ssible. The method used in releasing
information about flying saucers from
the government suggest a plan to grad-
ually condition the American people for
the most shocking news and terrifying
announcement the world has ever

known, when the times seems right
concerning flying saucers.

A wingless object was checked at the
proving grounds at a speed of 18,000
miles per hour, by R. B. McGlothin, a
Navy officer at the White Sands prov-
ing grounds in New Mexico.

Lyon, France, Sept. 30 (Reuters).—
France's flying saucer circus continued
to rouse interest around the country
yvesterday as more eyewitness accounts
of “saucers,” “plates,” and other whiz-
zing celestial objects kept pouring in.

Now a farmer says a creature came
up to him on a lonely road, caressed
his arm, and burbled unintelligible
noises at him.

A former artillery observer said he
saw a dark gray object hovering over
the mountains near Chambery at about
6,000 feet, He claimed he stopped his
car and watched as other motorists
joined in looking at the mass which
suddenly “shot away like lighting and
disappeared.”

Two other reports have been received
in the Lyon area, but they were only
of the old-fashioned “saucer” which
gave off bright lights and then sud-
denly disappeared.

and an article from a Los Angeles
newspaper which reads: “United States
alerted to flying saucers, top scientist
ordered to study sky phenomen.” This
article dated July 29 from the United
Press states how these saucers swooped
in over the capital today and the CAA
reported that its radar picked up the
fiying saucers for about six hours this
morning. An official said that the ob-
jects were traveling at about 120 mph
in a ten-mile arc around the capital
building over Washington, D. C. I also
have another article that states that
a saucer was seen around the atomic
testing grounds in Nevada. I could read
many more and have them here, but
I believe I can tell you this now that
flying saucers are clearly foretold in
the word of God.

They roar
through the skies like the saucers for
Ezekiel heard them roar. 8 They left
a feeling of fear and awe like the
saucers, when they visited Israel. 9.
They would have brought panic in their
day and the world would have feared
had it known their warning. Remember
that the whee]l in the middle of the
wheel or the cherubim or creature had
to do with warning the people that
God was going to pour out His wrath
if they did not repent and turn to
God. It has to do with the holiness of
God, as outraged by sin on the part of
the people, and the Seraphin has to do
with the outrage by sin on the part of
the Church. The message of the Sera-
phin in the Book of Isaiah to the
Church is Holy, Holy, Holy is the Lord
God of Host. These have to do with
the holiness of God when that holiness
is insulted.

Samson cast away his jawbone, Af-
terwards, he was sore athirst.

One of the greatest visitations of
God's power to be seen in Oklahoma
City in recent years was witnessed by
thousands when Rev. Jack Coe and
Rev, Willlam Freeman turned their
combined efforts against the devil. Rev.
Coe started a divine healing campaign
in a large gospel tent on September 10
in the same location where he had
held the tremendous campaign twec
yvears before. (Kentucky and Reno
streets.) The tent was designed to ac-
commodate almost three thousand peo-
ple, but within five days it became ap-
parent that it would not prove ade-
quate. The people were seated in
chairs along the outside of the tent,
sitting on the fenders of cars and
standing everywhere.

One of the major factors in drawing
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the crowds were the outstanding
miracles which occurred from the very
opening night. Many deaf, blind and
crippled people received instant de-
liverance, On Thursday night after the
meeting opened, a man with a large
skin cancer was prayed for. The can-
cer fell from his face and was caught
in brother Coe’s hand, He turned to
the ministers sitting on the platform
and showed it to them, He then walked
out and showed it to those sitting near
the front, This occurred as more than
two thousand watched. Among others
who were prayed for was a woman
who had been brought into the tent
on an ambulance bed. She had fallen
and broken her arm and hip about two
months before. After prayer, she was
able to arise from the cot and sat in a

JACK COE CAMPAIGNS

In 1950 my health began to fail! My sickness covered a period
of about two years, I had all the symptoms of rheumatism. I be-
came very stiff and sore in my joints. As my joints would enlarge
they became very tender. However, I did not have any fever at
any time. During the first year of my illness I was up most of the
time. We thought I had rheumatism and so did the doctors, but

I grew worse all the time. T went to the most prominent doctors in
Arkansas and none could find anything organically wrong with me.
I had X-rays, fluoroscopes, blood tests, skiil tests, and complete
check-ups, through one clinic after another, chiropractor adjustments
all with no results. I was getting worse as the disease was advancing
rapidly. Soon after Christmas in 1950 my doctor sent me to Hot
Springs under the treatment of a doctor there to take the baths. This
doctor soon discontinued my baths, diagnosed my case and sent me
home. By this time we knew I was losing ground fast, and my doctor
advised me to go to Mayo's, He made reservations for me to go by
plane since I was not able to go by car or ambulance,

After four days of examination the doctors called my sister out
into the hall and told her, “We can do your sister no good. You may
take her home any time.” Twenty-five skin specialists were called in
and they ‘could offer nothing. This came as a severe blow to me.
I knew it meant a matter of time for me.

Mayo's diagnosis of the disease was “Scleroderma,” which is the
tightening of the derma skin to the bone, checking all circulation
where it sticks. They gave me a treatment of therapy light followed
by a cocoa butter massage to try to add to my comfort. This was
applied through our family doctor with shots. I grew worse all the
time. As the swelling in my feet and hands would reduce, the derma
would stick: as it stuck, my skin would itch and turn dark. However,
I did not have any skin eruptions at all, T was petrified and dead in
parts of my body. My stomach was affected and I could not eat. [ took
gas medicine hefore and after trying to eat. Then I would have zttacks
of gas which would almost seem impossible for me to overcome I was
not able to set up to expel the gas and would smother when they
would lay me down. After such attacks I was always exhausted and
much weaker. The skin on my chin and cheeks were stuck and one
side of my face was drawn out of shape. I could hardly open my
mouth for drink or food. I had no appetite, All I ate was soft food and
liquids. My hair and eyebrows were coming out. The skin stuck so
tight to my bones that the blood could not circulate properly, and
I could not feel the change in temperature from hot to cold. I lay
lifeless for hours at a time in a deep sleep. The nurse would often
tip-toe to my bed to see if I was still breathing, My nurse would apply
my therapy and massage twice daily and my skin would become so
dry between treatments that it would scale and terrify me with
itching,

I could not stand the touch of clothing or bed clothing. I lay for
five months with a man’s vest on. I had to lay on a feather bed. My
knees and arms were drawn until I kept pillows under them for com-
fort. I could not open or close my hands. I could not hold my head up.
When they would stand me up I was in a stooped position. I had to
be pushed from the shoulder to sit. My throat was closing up as it
stuck, and we knew the disease was in the last stage. I was turning
black all over and was mentally ill, I could not think or talk clearly.
I was living in a fog. I was not responding to any treatments, and
the doctors told my folks that I had but a few days to live. I had lost
weight until I weighed only 85 pounds.

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After we came home trom Mayos the doctor said it was not neces-
sary for me to stay in the hospital. He told my sister I would not live
oo jong anyway and to make me as comfortable as possible. I could
be given the same treatment and be more comfortable at home. We
were fortunate in securing a registered nurse to administer the home
treatment. The doctor gave the shots and checked me each day.

THEN WE HEARD OF THE JACK COE MEETING ... God
sent one of his servants tc my bedroom to tell us that Jesus still
heals. I had never been in a divine healing service in my life. My
family was grasping for anything that would save me from dying.
Sonny became interested and after re-reading and studying the heal-
ings of Jesus in the scriptures decided to go to Brother Coe’s meet-
ing. It was all so new to him that he was amazed to see the power
of God being manifested in such a magnificent way. Blind eyes
were opened, deaf ears could hear, crippled people were discarding
their crutches and people were leaving their beds of affliction and
shouting the victory throughout the big tent. I said, “Well, Sonny,
what do you think about it for me?” He said, “All you have to have
is faith.” I asked him if he had the faith and he said, “I don't know,
mother, but you have.”

At first I could not think clearly enough to reason with myself,
but I prayed for a clearer mind and faith and asked the Lord to
heal my body. The third day my mind was brighter, and my folks
and I could talk it over about our going to the meeting. We lived
100 miles from Little Rock, and they didn’t know but what I might
die on the way, But my sister knew I had only a few days to live
at the most and I wanted to go. Our Methodist pastor told my sister
to take me to the meeting that there was no limit to the power of
God. My son, my sister and I made the trip in the car, They made
me a bed in the back seat. My son carried me under the tent, and
I lay on a stretcher during the services that night. As I lay there
and saw the works of the mighty power of God I thought, oh, can
it be for me too. Then Brother Coe came to me—He said, “Do you
believe that Jesus can heal you?” I said, “Yes.” He said, “Then in
the name of Jesus sit up.” I pushed back the sheet with my feet
and set up by myself. This was the first time I had been able to
sit up without help and my sister said she knew then that something
had happened. As I set there Brother Coe prayed for me. I do not
know all he said, but when he anointed me and said, “Lord, heal
this woman from the top of her head to the sole of her feet. I felt
the healing virtue flow through my whole body and I knew I was
healed. He looked down at me and said, “Do you believe you are
healed?” I answered yes. He then said, “In the name of Jesus get
up and walk.” I did, and have been walking ever since. As I stood
I could feel the presence of my sister’s hands as she reached forward
to help me stand. Brother Coe said, “Don’t touch her, she won't fall.”
I didn't fall either. When I got back to my bed they started to put
me on it and Brother Coe said, “Don’t put her back to bed, we just
got her up.” From somewhere came a chair and Brother Coe started
talking to me. He said, “You are healed, go home and eat.” Those
words rung in my ears for several days, because my appetite was
gone, my throa: was almost closed to, and my organs would not
function. But as I could hear Brother Coe’s kKind voice and I knew
he was a servant of God, I knew I must try and try hard.

On my way home, instead of lying in my bed in the back seat,
I sat up in the front seat, We got home about 2 o'clock on Sunday
merning, and that same morning at 10 o'cleck I went to Sunday
School and Church. My pastor and church members were surprised
to see me, but they rejoiced with me because they knew it was the
work of the Lord My Sunday School teacher told me afterwards
that it seemed like she was facing some one from the grave, I looked
so thin and blzck and awful. I had super-strength all the way through.
The first seven weeks after I was healed I went to church every
night, testifying to my healing. T was born and reared in the Math
odist Church but I enjoy going to all churches

Now who are the little men in the
flying saucers? In Los Angeles public
library there is a book which has a
waiting list of several thousand people,
written by a top United States scientist.
A man whose name is recognized by
everyone as one of the greatest sci-
entists that lives today. man who
had a great deal to do with the splitting
of the atom, the uranium and pluto-
nium, to use as a destructive force in
the atomic bomb. This book describes 16

little men that had been found and had
been taken into custody for three days.

They were questioned, and the aver-
age height of these little men was 30 in-
ches, T'he scientist in this book is guess-
ing that these little men came from the
planet Venus, because he said that the
planet Venus has the same magnetic as
that of the earth. In other words: it
would be possible, accoiding to the

This book is authentic, and it is a
known fact that when these saucers cir-
cled Washington, D, C., six hours the
government stated that there were little
creatures in them that were living.
